










How to  Apply  and Meet  A l l  Deadl ines

✓ January 1–March 2, 2009 
Submit a FAFSA

Submit the 2009–10 Free Application for 
Federal Student Aid (FAFSA) as early as 
possible after January 1, 2009, but not later 
than March 2, 2009. When asked which 
colleges you want to receive the FAFSA 
information, list UCSC (school code 
001321). You may submit either the online 
application at www.fafsa.ed.gov or the paper 
version.

Review the Student Aid Report (SAR)

When your SAR is ready for review, you will 
receive an e-mail from the Department of 
Education. We recommend that you print 
and review the entire SAR. Be sure your 
FAFSA information is recorded accurately 
and read all comments. Submit corrections, 
if needed, to the federal processing center 
online at www.fafsa.ed.gov or on paper to 
the address provided.

Important note: If you fi ll out the FAFSA 
online, be sure that both your and your 
parents’ electronic signatures have been 
accepted to avoid processing delays. 

✓ January 1–March 2, 2009 
Apply for a Cal Grant

Submit the Cal Grant GPA Verifi cation 
Form to the California Student Aid 
Commission by March 2. Visit www.
csac.ca.gov to print a copy of the GPA 
verifi cation form to take to your school 
for confi rmation.

✓ March 10–June 1, 2009

Submit Additional Information: 
“To Do List” Items

Additional actions may be required 
to complete your UCSC fi nancial aid 
application. You will receive an e-mail 
if we have added items to your “To Do 
List.” Log onto the UCSC portal at 
my.ucsc.edu; navigate to the “Student 
Center”; then click on the “Holds and To 
Do List” link to view the actions we have 
requested. Examples of required actions 
include correcting FAFSA errors or 
submitting copies of your parents’ and/or 
your own federal income tax returns and 
W-2 forms for 2008. Forms we request 
may be downloaded and printed from our 
web site. From my.ucsc.edu, click on 
“Financial Aid Resources,” and then on 
“Financial Aid Forms.” Respond promptly 
to requests on your “To Do List.”

✓ April 1–September 1, 2009 
Your Financial Aid Offer

Admitted students who complete a 
fi nancial aid application and any fi nancial 
aid “To Do List” items will receive an e-mail 
from the Financial Aid Offi ce, when a fi nan-
cial aid offer is ready to review at my.ucsc.
edu. (You’ll receive a letter by U.S. mail if 
you do not have an e-mail address.) 

✓ June 1, 2009
 Final “To Do” Deadline

The fi nal deadline for submitting requested 
documentation to retain priority standing 
for all aid sources is June 1, 2009.

✓ July 1–August 1, 2009 
Submit Requests for Parent Loans

Submit Parent Loan requests by August 1 to 
have funds available for fall quarter. From 
our web page listed on page 1, click on 
“Download Forms” then on “Parent Loan for 
Undergraduate Students (PLUS) Application” 
to print this application. 

Important:  Watch your e-mail 
for critical messages about your 
fi nancial aid application.

Unoffi cial Notifi cation of Aid 
Eligibility for Admitted Students

When you receive “To Do List” 
requests, you’ll be provided with 
an unoffi cial notifi cation of your 
eligibility for fi nancial aid. This 
notifi cation will not itemize the 
sources of aid; however, it will 
provide the estimated total dollar 
eligibility for need based fi nancial 
aid using information from your 
FAFSA. This fi gure may change if 
you correct your FAFSA or when 
we receive your “To Do List” 
items. However, it is intended to 
help you begin your college fi nanc-
ing plan. An offi cial offer of aid 
will be provided after all “To Do 
List” items are completed.  
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The sooner you submit “To Do List” 
items, the sooner you will receive an 
offi cial offer of fi nancial aid.
